Goblin Films Limited is a Norwich and London based limited company
dedicated to the development of the British Film Industry, and support of
sustainable employment for British actors and technicians in the UK. The
Company goals are to produce good quality fantasy and dramatic films using
techniques in the budget of dramatic films rather than over use of expensive
computer generated effects, resulting in a new generation of cult films which
rely on original story and good acting. We have commitment from actor Kevin
McNally (Mr Gibbs, POTC) on our first project, which will give us an
advantage for seeking other top name stars to participate in our future
projects.

FINANCE AND RISKS

The success of 1999's low-budget film The Blair Witch Project, which has
earned more than $200 million in worldwide revenues to date, has signalled a
new day for independent films. It has revolutionised how studios and
distributors look at the production and marketing of films. Independent films
can vary widely in budget, from as low as $30,000 to as high as $100 million,
but their similarity is a freedom from the homogeneity of studio production.

By definition, an independent film is one that is financed by any source other
than a U.S. studio. With their ability to take more time and their need to plan
budgets more carefully than studios tend to do with big-budget films, smaller
companies are able to give greater attention to their lower-budgeted,
intelligent drama. Unlike studios, the independent production companies are
able to avoid substantial overhead and to utilise the considerable talents of
young people wishing to break into the business.

Goblin Films Ltd has created an opportunity for astute Investors, both private
and business, to get in on the ground floor of a small company at what is in
film terms a very low cost, with potential for substantial returns from the very
first project.

It is based on strong story line and top quality acting rather than
gratuitous special effects. This means that for the first time in film
history, a fantasy film can be produced for the low-budget cost of a
drama while still maintaining high quality results.

Student and recent graduate animators from East Anglia have been
recruited for the small amount of CGI that is needed, which also helps
keep costs within low-budget parameters.

Kevin McNally who plays Mr Gibbs in the Pirates of the Caribbean films
has committed to a starring role in the project. This creates a real
advantage for our project, as Mr McNally has become high profile as
POTC 2 made history as one of the few films to pass the billion profit
marker in film history and the Pirates of the Caribbean films are likely to
have a long-term impact as a cult series.

The writer of the source material is also the screenwriter and producer
of the film, which allows many of the more difficult to negotiate fees to
be deferred as well as keeping the writer on hand for changes at no
additional cost.

An experienced crew led by the Director of Photography’'s own
production company have been sourced, which allows for flexibility of
part-deferments as well as a close-knit working crew with 18 years of
experience in working as a team.

We have Los Angeles distributor interest, including a letter of intent,
which means that this film will not end up ‘on the shelf’, but will
definitely be seen by a legitimate distribution company despite heavy
competition b other independent companies.

The story itself is unique in that it portrays a society of fantasy goblins who
have strong ecological concerns for the planet, and a love of life and
enjoyment of the spirituality of music. The conflicts between humans and
goblins are based on the disregard humans have shown for the planet over
the ages, as well as their tendency to try to kill goblins out of hand for their
difference in appearance and culture.

This is a story with strong messages as well as plenty of action and adventure
for pure entertainment. Tribal drumming and eerie siren song characterise the



music that is integral to the story, leaving the audience stirred and entranced
by a fantasy world that is both richly visual and auditory in its enchantment.

With two stand alone sequels planned, the goblin world that is introduced
through Dance of the Goblins is intended to become a cult fantasy world that
will lead to high volumes of DVD and soundtrack sales, as well as
conferences where enthusiasts can dress up as their favourite species of
goblin and enter into the fantasy world of role play. The goblin world is also
likely to be a popular computer game inspiration.
